Major issues in the development of Asian societies 
and cultures and their interaction with other regions 
of the world since 1600.  Topics from East, South-
east, and South Asia. Organized thematically and his-
torically, through study of written texts, the arts, and 
other forms of expression. 

 
205    Africa and the World (I) 

Fall, Spring, Summer. 4(4-0) P: Completion 
of Tier I Writing Requirement  

Major issues in the development of African societies 
and their interaction with other regions of the world 
since 600 through study of written texts, the arts and 
other forms of expression. Topics from West, East, 
North, and Southern Africa.  Organized thematically 
and historically. 

 
206    Self, Society, and Technology (D) 

Fall, Spring. 4(4-0) P: Completion of Tier I 
writing requirement. R: Open to undergradu-
ate students.  

Exploration in how technology affects and is affected 
by our conceptions of ourselves, relations with others, 
and our ideals. Approaches and materials from phi-
losophy, literature, art, music, and history as well as 
the natural sciences.
