Fall, Spring. 1 to 4 credits.  A student may 
earn a maximum of 7 credits in all enroll-
ments for this course. P: RCAH 112 and 
RCAH 215 R: Open to undergraduate stu-
dents in the Residential College in the Arts 
and Humanities.  

Advanced engagement with the skills and methods 
used in the creation of visual and performing arts.

P: RCAH 112 and 
RCAH 203 R: Open to undergraduate stu-
dents in the Residential College in the Arts 
and Humanities.  Approval of college.  

Supervised special projects arranged by an individual 
student and faculty member in areas supplementing 
regular course offerings. 

 
392    Internship 

Fall, Spring, Summer. 1 to 6 credits.  A stu-
dent may earn a maximum of 6 credits in all 
enrollments for this course. P: (RCAH 150) 
and completion of Tier I writing requirement 
R: Open to sophomores or juniors or seniors 
in the Residential College in the Arts and Hu-
manities.  Approval of college.  

Advanced course consisting of supervised practical 
experience in a professional environment. 

 
395    Special Topics in the Arts and Humanities 

Fall, Spring. 3(3-0) A student may earn a 
maximum of 9 credits in all enrollments for 
this course. P: RCAH 112 and RCAH 203 R: 
Open to undergraduate students in the Resi-
dential College in the Arts and Humanities. 
SA: RCAH 295  

Special topics in arts and humanities to supplement 
regular course offerings. 

 
450    Experiential Learning 

Fall, Spring, Summer. 1 to 4 credits.  A stu-
dent may earn a maximum of 4 credits in all 
enrollments for this course. P: (RCAH 150) 
and completion of Tier I writing requirement 
RB: RCAH 203 and RCAH 215 and RCAH 
225 and RCAH 235 R: Open to undergradu-
ate students in the Residential College in the 
Arts and Humanities. SA: RCAH 292C  

Approved undergraduate research, creative, or com-
munity engagement project directed by a faculty 
member.

492    Senior Seminar  (W) 

Fall, Spring. 4(4-0) P: (RCAH 315 or RCAH 
325 or RCAH 335 or RCAH 345) and Com-
pletion of Tier I Writing Requirement R: Open 
to seniors in the Residential College in the 
Arts and Humanities.  

Capstone seminar. Topics vary. May include arts 
practice, civic engagement, language and culture, 
and humanities research.
