201 Second-Year Chinese |

Spring. 5(5-0) P: CHS 102
Intermediate-level work on skills in conversation,
comprehension, and grammar. Practice in composi-
tion.

202 Second-Year Chinese I

Spring, Summer. 5(5-0) P: CHS 201
Further intermediate-level work on skills in conver-
sation, comprehension, and grammar. Continued
practice in composition.

290 Independent Study
Fall, Spring, Summer. 1 to 6 credits. A stu-
dent may earn a maximum of 9 credits in all
enrollments for this course. R: Approval of
department.

4(4-0) P: CHS 202
Advanced-level work on speaking, listening compre-
hension, reading, and writing skills, based on materi-
als of cultural interest.

302 Third-Year Chinese Il

Spring. 4(4-0) P: CHS 301
Advanced-level work on speaking, listening compre-
hension, reading, and writing skills, based on materi-
als of cultural interest.

350 Studies in the Chinese Language
Spring. 3(3-0) P: CHS 202

Grammatical structures of modern Chinese, gram-

mar review, sound system, word formation, sen-

tence and discourse structures, dialects and socio-

linguistic variation, the history of writing system,

pragmatics. Taught in English and Chinese.

360 Chinese Film Studies

Spring. 3(3-0) P: CHS 202
Survey of Chinese films focusing on individual ex-
pressions with cross-cultural significance. Develop-
ment of higher-intermediate and advanced language
skills. Taught in English and Chinese.

366 Chinese Culture: Tradition and
Modernity (W)
Spring. 3(3-0) P: (CHS 202) and completion
of Tier | writing requirement R: Not open to
freshmen.
Critical concepts necessary to analyze Chinese
works from the past three millennia. Key topics in-
clude indigenous heritage and modern develop-
ments with cross-cultural significance, canonizations
of major schools of thought (Confucianism, Daoism,
Buddhism), interactions between elite and popular
cultures, among others. Taught in English and Chi-
nese.

401 Fourth-Year Chinese |

Spring. 3(3-0) P: CHS 302
Reading, discussion, and writing of advanced mate-
rials, including classical texts of broad cultural inter-
est.

402 Fourth-Year Chinese Il

Spring. 3(3-0) P: CHS 401
Further reading, discussion and writing based on
original materials, including classical texts of broad
cultural interest.

410 Chinese Short Stories

Spring. 3(3-0) P: CHS 302
Literary and language studies through the genre of
short stories in the Chinese language. Taught in
Chinese.

411 Advanced Spoken Chinese
Spring. 3(3-0) P: CHS 402 or concurrently
or approval of department RB: Study
abroad experience in China.
Development of advanced speaking skills in Chi-
nese using authentic materials. Presentations, de-
bate, dubbing performance, and interactions with
Chinese native speakers.

Spring. 3(3-0) P: ((CHS 366 and CHS 302)
or approval of department) and completion
of Tier | writing requirement
Critical concepts and tools for the analytical study of
modern Chinese literature and films on the global
stage. Examine major works since the turn of the
20th century. Taught in English and Chinese.
